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A few weeks ago Rev. Oehler spoke about
the Sabbath as part of his message and our
duty and our need to make it a day of wor-
ship, a day of rest, a day of spiritual and
physical rejuvenation. It really struck a
chord with me, as this particular topic has
weighed on my mind for a number of weeks
since I had read an article on church well-
ness in the Presbyterian Outlook magazine
by Episcopal Priest Tom Ehrich. He was
assessing the focus of 40 young adults he
had spent time with at a pastor's brunch. He
spoke of their new skills and tools in deal-
ing with basic needs like friendship, mean-
ing, and purpose. He also mentioned their
being comfortable with “virtual commu-
nity” and that being in one space on Sunday
wasn't necessary. They did not feel bound
by inherited traditions, beliefs, and customs.

This stayed with me in the weeks to come as
I watched our youth give Minutes for Mis-
sion, participate in Advent Services, plan
for a Famine Project to aid world hunger,
socialize with various members of the con-
gregation after worship, and continue to be
a vibrant mission in our church. It certainly
seemed to me that our youth do need to be
in one space for a particular period of time
on Sunday and that place would be our wor-
ship service. Why? The answers are sim-
ple. We need to see them, hear them, talk
with them, and listen to them; and they need
to see us. Who comprises this group we call
“Us?” Each of us: the young and those not
as young, the singles and the couples, the
Choir, the officers, new members and those
celebrating 50 years or more. We need each
other, and we all need to be in this place
together. When Hebrews 12 speaks of
“being surrounded by so great a cloud of
witnesses,” it is not just addressing those
who have run the race and are at rest. It is
speaking as well of those who are currently
running the race and are an inspiration to
others, who in their race, may have stum-
bled and need some help.

Our stewardship calls for us to give of our
financial blessings and to give of the talents
we possess. It also calls for us to give of
our time; and the first commitment of time
we are to make is Sunday in worship. Of

course, we will miss some of them as there
are vacations, illness, and work schedules
we don't make. The vast majority of Sun-
days fall under the category of schedules
we can make, and the priority we choose is
what we are addressing here. Yes, we can
do God's work anywhere and at any time,
but the Sabbath and the order of worship in
our service calls us to: Assemble in God's
Name, Proclaim God's Word, Respond to
God's Word, and to Go in God's Name.
Let us gather together to ask the Lord's
blessings. Let us worship together and then
go out into the world to spread the Good
News; and let us do so with a loving and
joyful heart.
